All vehicles have blind spots, or areas around the vehicle where the driver
cannot see because of bodywork, a trailer, the payload or some other
obstruction. Adding cameras can be a cost-effective way to help 
lower expenses associated with truck accidents. 

We offer an extensive line of safety cameras that can be
added to any vehicle in any weight classes to decrease
the chances for collisions with moving
or stationary objects.

360° camera systems are designed to eliminate vehicle blind spots and assist low-speed
maneuverability by providing the driver with a complete 360° view of their vehicle or bus
in a single image. The monitor displays everything happening around the vehicle when
parking, loading, unloading or navigating through traffic.

DASH CAMERAS

Onboard camera(s) that continuously records the view through a vehicle's windscreen and/or inside the cabin. 
Dash cameras may provide video evidence in the event of a road accident. During parking, some dash cameras
can capture video evidence if vandalism or theft is detected. Dash cameras are equipped with removable SD
cards for event data storage and review. Some dash cameras are GPS enabled.

WIRED CAMERA MONITOR SYSTEMS

Camera monitor systems can help eliminate vehicle blind spots to prevent collisions. Cameras are available to 
cover the rear, sides and front blind spots and to monitor vehicle-specific functions. Multiple camera images can 
be viewed on a single in-cab monitor simultaneously. Monitors can display camera views by driver preference 
and/or by vehicle operation (i.e. an engaged turn signal switches the monitor to display a side view camera).

WIRELESS CAMERA MONITOR SYSTEMS

Wireless camera monitor systems provide drivers access to the same visibility (rear, sides, and front blind
spots) as the wired systems without the need for cable(s) between camera(s) and the monitor. The wireless
antennas allow for unobtrusive installation without compromising picture quality. Installation time may 
also be reduced as a result of no cabling between the camera(s) and the monitor.  

EVENT DATA RECORDERS (EDR)

By simultaneously recording multiple cameras’ footage, an EDR can provide irrefutable evidence in
the case of an incident. EDRs are equipped with SD cards to capture and store events triggered
automatically by G-force and/or manually by the driver. Content retrieval methods range from
removing the camera’s SD card to automatically transmitting cellularly.
